8: CLERKS REPORT:
1. The Parish Council have received a cheaper quote from Zurich after consulting with them about prices. A new price of  £336.91 instead of £389.73 has been agreed.
2. Response received from Paul Abbot/Paul Bellotti regarding Gypsy’s illegally camped on the Industrial Estate.  The Gypsy’s have now been moved off the Industrial Estate.
3. Speed sign – Lianne Hammond has sent the agreement for maintenance. The agreement was signed and a cheque was written for £28885.00 for providing, installing and connecting 1 VAS sign. Yearly maintenance fee will be £150.00. The agreement is for a 10 year period. 
4. Fly tipping – Don Steel has looked into the fly tipping issue. Rubbish was dumped at top of Sands Wood. This has now been removed and will be investigated. Don passed opening hours of the recycling plant over to Debbie Mansell. Debbie Mansell reports that ERYC has not noticed an increase in fly tipping but does recognise that Woldgate has always had issues of fly tipping.
5. Grass cutting was due to commence after Spring Bank Holiday.
6. Carnaby Parish Council have received a copy of a complaint letter from Mr Hornsey to Mr Peter Ashcroft regarding Yorkshire Water Proposal- Planning Application 13/00666/STPLF Haisthorpe. This was read out during the meeting.
7. Parish Council Accounts have now been audited by our accountants, Winn and Co and will now be sent to the External Auditors for auditing.

8. Funding for extra benches for the Parish. Our application is now being assessed and we should know after the 10th July as to whether we have been successful.
